Headquarters is located at the Senior Center located at 75 NE Creek Way next to 
Memorial Field and behind the police station. 
 

15. Kiwanis Salmon Bake 
The Kiwanis Salmon BBQ is located at Gibson Hall on Newport Way across from the 
Hatchery. 
 

16. Fish Hatchery 
The best viewing area is from the bridge at the Hatchery. The fish hatchery is on 
West Sunset Way by the Issaquah Creek where the salmon will be coming up from!  
 

17. Will there be refreshments for volunteers? Where? 
Light snacks are available at Salmon Days HQ. Feel free to kick back and recharge 
your battery before or after your shift. 
 

18. Road Closures 
Significant portions of Front Street and Sunset Way will be closed throughout the 
weekend beginning at 6 am on Saturday morning.  Please plan accordingly so you 
will arrive at the festival in plenty of time for your volunteer shift.
